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Practical tasks to test

1. Determine the amount of money required as a medium of exchange.

2. Decide on how much the goods were sold on credit.

3. Determine the velocity of a single monetary unit.

4. Determine monetary aggregates and the monetization of the economy.

5. Specify monetary aggregates and show the influence of the dynamics of individual elements of monetary gains in money supply.
6. Determine the impact of the dynamics of individual monetary items on the growth rate of money. 

7. Determine the share of participation of individual monetary items in the total value of money growth.

8. Calculate the aggregate velocity of money; the velocity of the monetary aggregate M1; absolute increase (decrease) in the velocity of the money supply caused by the change in the velocity of circulation of the parameter M1 and M1 parameter change in investment in the total money supply.

9. Determine the maximum amount of money that can be created by the banking system.

10. Calculate the monetary base.
11. Calculate the money supply for the current year by forecasting the demand for money.

12. Calculate the money supply by forecasting the supply of money.

13. Calculate the coefficient of monetization of the economy and explain what it characterizes.

14. Determine the amount of the discount received by the bank and the amount paid to the owner of the bill.

15. Define the discount price of the bill.

16. Determine the effectiveness of factoring operations for the organization of the seller.

17. Calculate all kinds of profitableness on bonds – nominal, current and ultimate.

18. Calculate the cross rate of the yen and the franc, cross rate of the franc in yen.

19. Determine in which bank it is more profitable to deposit.

20. Determine the amount of interest for the loan.
21. Calculate the profit from dollar transactions and determine financial result from foreign currency transactions considering inflation.
